	What are Editors Looking For?

	Make Your Readings as Good as Your Writing
Are you worried about putting your audience to sleep? We will discuss presentation techniques often neglected by writers during their readings. The discussion will aim to address dealing with anxiety, mastering your nonverbals, choosing the best pieces for performance, and connecting with your audience. Short form writings are also uniquely poised in our current societal structure to deliver meaning and emotion in a limited space, working with the attention and expectation of contemporary readers. 	Preparing Pedagogy for Poetry: A Millennial Perspective
As poets and academics in different stages of our 20s, this panel focuses on the literary facets of poetry in contemporary society. 	Points of (Re-)Entry: Revision as Seeing Anew 
Often in creative writing workshops, revision focuses on prescriptive strategies like line edits and formal choices. However, creative pieces frequently need to be re-seen in order to reach their full potential. To do this, it is beneficial to know ways to approach works from different angles and to ask of them different questions. As creative writing teachers, we want to help our students grow not just as writers, but as investigators of their own experiences. Using examples from our own writing and those of established writers, presenters will discuss the process of revision as a means of re-seeing.
